We begin our term with a focus on harvest and creation but soon the dark nights find their way back to us 
and when we return from half term to the month of November, it’s a time to remember those who have 
gone before us into the loving embrace of God. We also find ourselves moving towards the season of 
Advent when we prepare to celebrate the birth of Jesus, the Son of God, at Christmas.

OUR LADY OF WALSINGHAM  (24th September) 
ST. FRANCIS OF ASSISI (4th October) 
ST. TERESA OF AVILA (15th October)   
ALL SAINTS (1st  November) We celebrate the lives of special and ordinary people who have responded to God’s invitation to 
love. 
THE COMMEMORATION OF ALL THE FAITHFUL DEPARTED (ALL SOULS) (2 November) Today and throughout the rest of 
November we pray for those who have died. Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them. May 
they rest in peace. Amen. 
OUR LORD JESUS CHRIST, KING OF THE UNIVERSE (21st November) 
ADVENT (Begins 28th November) Advent means ‘coming’. We think of the coming of Jesus when he was born but we also think 
of his promise that he would come again at the end of time. It is a time of waiting and preparing. It is only in the last week of 
Advent that we focus upon the events to be celebrated at Christmas. 
THE IMMACULATE CONCEPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY (8th December) This feast marks the first stage of the existence 
of Mary, the mother of Jesus. She was ‘full of grace’ from the very beginning and co-operated with God throughout her life. 
CHRISTMAS DAY, THE NATIVITY OF THE LORD (25th December) On this day we begin our celebration of the birth of Christ.
