Ofsted Update

As part of our recovery journey the school
receives regular visits from external agencies,
Trust leaders and our governors to check the
progress we are making. Whilst these
contribute significantly to the workload of staff,
the reports do provide regular snapshots of the
school’s strengths and areas to develop further.

These visits have focused on Reading, History,
Science, SEND, Safeguarding, Nursery, Phonics,
Computing, Art, Behaviour and Attendance

The school is able to demonstrate
improvements in all of the areas challenged by
Ofsted during their inspection. This half term we
are working with the providers of our curriculum
materials for Reading, Art, Science, History and
Geography to ensure we are getting the most
from these resources.

We now await @ monitoring visit from Ofsted
who will assess the progress the school is
making toward its Post-Ofsted Action Plan. The
timing of this visit is not shared with us until the
day before. But we hope it will be before the
end of term.
